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Success is as much a test in our life as suffering is.  What gets us trapped and what causes us to get into trouble when we succeed?  What are the steps to recovery after we have failed?  And what are the things that we need to remember about God that will stabilize us, whether we are going through success or through suffering?  Let’s start by looking at, What gets us into trouble when we are succeeding in life?  There are three causes of Nebuchadnezzar’s fall and his breakdown:

· First, We Get Comfortable and Complacent with Success
· Do we pray more in pain or pleasure?  There is no doubt, we pray more when we are in pain
· It is pleasure that pulls us away and the good times when pride creeps in, that we forget God
· Throughout the Bible, we are warned constantly about the dangers of pride
· Pride is the root of all sin, no matter what the sin is, and grace is the power we need to change

· Second, We Don’t Pay Attention to the Warning Signs
· In every success are the seeds of our own destruction, but often, the signs are not seen, because pride blinds us
· Some of the warning signs in our life when we are headed in the wrong direction are:  Conflict, Chaos in our life, Confusion, and Temptation
· If we want to maintain our success in life we need to do two things:  One, Repent of our sins by changing or mind and attitude, and Two, Start doing what is right, like serving the poor; show humility
· Pride is when we accept the credit for things that does not really belong to us, but Humility is thinking of ourselves less and getting the focus off of us

· Third, We Put Off Doing What We Know is Right
· We procrastinate, we postpone, we defer, and we waste time on ourselves, not changing anything in our life
· If we will change our mind and attitude and start doing what is right according to God’s Word, God will bless us and we will succeed in life, if we don’t, we will fail
· Our behavior self-destructs when we try to run from God
· There are Three Things we need to do to recover from our failure:  One, Look up to God; Two, Wake up to God’s greatness and start worshipping; Three, Tell others how God has saved and changed us
