The King is Coming
Luke 19:28-44

Whether we have known Jesus for a long time or we are still asking who this Jesus is, the truth is, He will rule as King where He is received as King!  If we would recognize Jesus as the King who was promised, receive Him as King, and serve Him as King, then, we must do three things:

· First, We Must Do What Jesus Says
· Jesus sent two of His disciples to carry out a mission, and they did what Jesus told them, and their simple obedience brought glory to God
· If Jesus is King, then we could do no better than to follow the example of these disciples who simply obeyed
· Whatever Jesus is calling us to do, we will be amazed at how our simple act of obedience will bring glory to God

· Second, We Must Feel What Jesus Feels
· We get so caught up in the crowds of people in Jerusalem, the shouts, the emotions, and the palm branches waving, that we let one detail of this story slip right by us, that Jesus wept for the people
· Jesus was filled with compassion for the lost sheep of Israel, those who did not even know their own sad condition
· To feel what Jesus feels, we should let our hearts be broken for those who are hurting, for those who are wandering and searching, and those who don’t even know what they are searching for
· [bookmark: _GoBack]If we let ourselves feel what Jesus feels, it will bring a flood of compassion into our hearts for the people who are all around us

· Third, We Must Tell Who Jesus Is
· In the book of Matthew, it says that after Jesus entered Jerusalem, the whole city was stirred and the people were encouraged, that is what should happen when you and I, the church, begins doing what Jesus says and feeling what Jesus feels
· The skeptics and non-believers of this world are watching us to see if we are any different than they are, if we are actually doing what Jesus says and feeling what Jesus feels, and if we are, we may have the opportunity to share about who Jesus is
· Remember, being a Christian is not just about doing what Jesus says, and feeling what Jesus feels, but also to tell who Jesus is, that is being like Jesus
· As Jesus approaches us, what does He see?  Is He weeping?
